Directions from Malelane via High Level Bridge to Rhino Post Safari Lodge

From Malelane Gate head for Skukuza (H3) approximately 48 km; at T- junction turn right to
Skukuza (H1-1) Drive approximately 13 km and just before Skukuza Rest Camp at the 4-way
crossing turn right. You will then reach a T-Junction (2 km) turn right and continue for
approximately 15km until you reach another T-junction at a high level bridge, turn left. You
will cross the bridge (over Sabi River), approximately 4km later you will come to another T-
junction. Turn left, ignore the road closed sign, keep heading straight. Approximately 1 km
after you will see a dirt road on the right, signposted Rhino Walking Safaris. Take this turning
and proceed for 2.5km, the road will then turn sharply left, after which you will travel another
2.7km, leading you directly to Rhino Post.

Important Information

Please allow enough time to travel through the park & allow time for delays caused by
animals.

Please adhere to speed limit at all times

Afternoon Tea is served at 15h30 & Safari Drives depart at 16h00

Please arrive 30 minutes before gate closing times

Guests will not be allowed in to the Park after gates have closed & will be forced to find
alternative accommodation outside the Park for that night

14h00 they will be obliged to spend their 1** night at Rhino Post Safari Lodge or if the lodge
is full wait at Rhino Post until 20h00 for a late transfer which is chargeable.
